MISE EN PLACE. A place for everything, and everything in its place. It’s a
French expression based on the idea that a good meal can only come from
an organized kitchen. It’s also the first lesson every student learns in
culinary school.

In the kitchen, a chef must anticipate everything before the process of
cooking begins. There are pans to prepare, stations to sanitize, and
vegetables to cut, peel, slice, and grate. Proper mise is all about planning,
time management, and foresight. For most of my classmates, it is the worst
type of drudgery. For me, it is a symphony.

A symphony that, at the moment, has me in the Institute of Culinary
Education’s kitchen at 6 A.M., a full hour before my first class. It’s my turn
to prep Chef’s mise for today’s demonstration, so I’ve been here since
dawn, peeling head after head of garlic like we’re expecting a visit from the
Volturi.

Truthfully, I don’t mind the early hour. There’s something magical
about this time of morning, when the kitchen is quiet, and I can lose myself
in the soothing rhythms of food preparation. Potatoes, peeled. Onions,
diced. Fat, trimmed. And every prep bowl laid out with military precision.

I pause to inventory my work, basking in its orderliness before
glancing up at the clock. Shit. How is it already 6:45? I throw on my toque,
grab my coffee and purse, and head down to my classroom.

Though I’m one of the first to arrive, I’m happy to see my friend Ali is
already in our usual spot. I slide into the seat next to her, take out my
notebook, and start copying the day’s menu.

Sautéed lamb chops with herbes de Provence. Radish, asparagus, and
burrata salad with chives and lemon. Creamy watercress, pea, and mint



soup. I’m salivating at the thought of sampling it all at lunchtime.
“So?” I whisper, as I neatly write down each item. “Don’t leave me in

suspense. How did it go last night with Bobble Boy?”
I’ve known Ali less than a year, but in that time, she’s managed to go

on a truly mind-blowing number of bad dates. First there was Tony, the
brilliant chef behind a buzzy fusion place in the West Village.
Unfortunately, his passion for the culinary arts was rivaled only by his love
for cocaine.

After that came Ted, a Wall Street broker with a great sense of humor
and McDreamy-level hair.

He assigns us each a dish, and I’m
tasked with the pea soup.

Time never moves faster than in the minutes before service, and before
I know it, it’s time to plate. My hands tremble as I ladle the thick green
soup into a ceramic bowl and gingerly place the carrot garnish on top. Then
I carry my dish to the metal flat top in the center of the kitchen. My
classmates follow suit, and the air grows thick with savory aromas.

Chef circles the room silently, his expression unreadable as he takes a
small taste of every dish. I hold my breath as he approaches my soup.
Subconsciously, I raise my fingers to my mouth to chew on my nails,
forgetting they’re covered in Band-Aids from yesterday’s ill-fated attempt
at grating lemons. I shudder when my lips brush against the sticky adhesive,
and the lingering smell of garlic fills my nostrils.

Chef raises a spoon to his lips. He sips, then pauses. His eyebrows
furrow. His forehead wrinkles. I’m not sure what face he’s making, but it
doesn’t seem good.

“Tell me something, Miss Berman.” He levels a stern gaze at me.
“What did you think when you tasted this soup?”

The taste test. How could I have forgotten? I suppress my mounting
panic as I figure out what to say next.

“Um, actually, I didn’t,” I confess, shifting my weight from one foot to
the other. “I sort of … ran out of time.”

Chef’s mouth hardens into a line. “That makes sense.” He holds out a
fresh spoon and gestures toward the bowl. “Go ahead and try a bite.”

A fat bead of sweat rolls down my spine. Heart pounding, I dip the
spoon into the bowl, filling it with steamy soup before raising it to my lips.
Disappointment floods through me—it’s bland as rainwater.

“It seems we’ve forgotten an important step, haven’t we?” Chef asks.
The entire class seems to have tapped into my humiliation now, as they
busy themselves staring out the window or fussing with their own dishes. I
try to imagine how this could have gone so wrong, but my mind is drawing
a blank.



Think, Lexi. What could you have forgotten? I lift the spoon again for
another small taste. The flavors are all there—cool, crisp mint, tart crème
fraîche. But Chef is right: something is missing.

“Miss Berman,” Chef’s accented voice cuts through my internal
monologue, “I’m afraid you’ve failed to properly season your base.”

I feel the heat rising to my cheeks. Of course. I’d been so focused on
following the recipe exactly that I completely forgot to season between
ingredients. I can’t believe I’ve made such a basic mistake. After all, I’m
already six months into the two-year program; it’s not like this is my very
first day of classes.

For his part, Chef seems to soften when he notices my humiliation.
“Look,” he says quietly. “Cooking is more than just following a recipe.

It’s also about instinct and intuition. It needs to come from here.” He
gestures toward my stomach. “In your gut.”

I nod quickly, blinking back hot tears. Chef moves down the line to
taste Ali’s salad, humming in approval as he takes a bite.

The rest of the day passes in a blur, and when classes end, I can hardly
get out the door fast enough.

“Hey, Lexi, wait up!” Ali hurries toward me, her sneakers squeaking
against the linoleum floor. Even after a blistering day over a stovetop, she
looks fresh in a tie-dye hoodie and ripped jeans, her dark ringlets brushing
her shoulder blades. She links her arm through mine as we push through the
kitchen doors into the hallway.

“Listen, don’t worry about the soup thing, okay? So it was a bit bland.

If I know Ali, she’ll lovingly hound me
until I give in. It’s the price I pay for keeping the company of extroverts.
“Sure,” I reply, hoping my smile covers the flatness of my voice. “I just
need to run home and change.”

“Great!” she chirps. “Chloe’s meeting us, too. I’ll text you the deets.”



THE AFTERNOON AIR IS unseasonably warm for March, and after shoving
through the school’s double doors I slip off my denim jacket, tucking it
under the strap of my tote.

Despite the sunny skies, the Financial District skyscrapers cast long,
gloomy shadows across the sidewalk, mirroring my mood. I sigh as my
mind runs back through the day. Ali’s right—one lackluster dish isn’t that
big a deal. Not in isolation, at least. It’s just that everything seems harder in
the classroom than it does at home. In my own kitchen the process feels
smooth, natural. But at school, under the pressures of time and demands for
perfection, I never seem to get it right. There’s something about the
performative aspect of being in class, of doing what I love most under the
critical eye of instructors, that rattles me. It’s probably why I love prep so
much. It’s the only time of day when I feel in control, instead of bulldozed
by the stress of endless, fast-paced demands.

I wish I could blame my struggles on being the youngest, but at twenty-
three, I’m one of the oldest students in my class. Almost everyone else is
eighteen or nineteen, straight out of high school. And while my parents
didn’t force me to get a college education first, it was clear from the dozens
of college admission pamphlets left on my nightstand and the SAT prep
course they enrolled me in that they viewed it as an essential step.
Ultimately, I agreed, and accepted a spot at NYU. Unfortunately, four years
of beer pong and British literature did little to improve my culinary savvy.
At this rate, it will be a miracle if I even land a decent externship, let alone
a position in a credible restaurant.

I sigh as I head down the cement stairs to wait for the 4 train, lost in
thought. I used to enjoy cooking. No, not just enjoy—relish, delight in,
enthuse over. Nothing filled me with joy quite like popping into Eli’s
Market on my way home from school and letting the seasonal produce
inspire my next creation. Plump scarlet tomatoes for gazpacho. Shiny
golden peppers for a frittata. Lush emerald spring greens for a simple salad.
A kaleidoscope of color to fuel my creativity.

Mom was always my biggest and most enthusiastic fan. I can still
picture her hunched over her laptop at our dining room table, tortoiseshell



glasses perched on the edge of her nose. No matter how busy she was, she’d
happily set aside her legal brief to sample anything I created.

“When you’re a Michelin-star chef, I’ll be eating in your restaurant
every night,” she declared the night I served her a plate of sage and brown
butter gnocchi, my first successful attempt at homemade pasta. I still
remember the way she squeezed my hand, her skin nearly translucent from
the chemo.

If she’d known then how unlikely a dream it is, that only 1 percent of
Michelin-star restaurants are led by women, I wonder if she would have
reconsidered. Not that she’ll ever get the chance. She died before I finished
high school. It’s her faith in me that pushes me to succeed, no matter how
badly my day goes. I can’t bear the thought of letting her down, of allowing
her confidence to be misplaced.

A twinge of guilt weaves through my stomach when I get off at my
stop and take in the familiar sights. Immaculate prewar buildings. Glossy
department store windows. Nannies pushing strollers that cost more than a
car payment. I always feel a bit uneasy when I come home at the end of the
school day. Most of my classmates live in cramped student housing; Ali’s
the only one who knows I live alone in a two-bedroom, doorman-guarded
apartment on the Upper East Side that I’ve called home my entire life.

After a scalding shower, I pull on a white top with ruffled sleeves and a
pair of jeans. Standing in front of the mirror, I appraise my reflection.

My stomach growls and I
realize he’s right—I’d been too nervous to partake in family meal, and now
I’m starving.

The girl seated next to me in the front row, who can’t be a day older
than sixteen, screams as she holds up her cell phone to film the
performance.

They are the
hottest couple I’ve ever seen!” she squeals to the friend standing next to her.

I’m just about to correct her when the music starts, redirecting my
attention back to the stage. Confusion washes over me as I hear the opening
notes of “Blueberry.” Wait  … weren’t they supposed to perform a duet of
“Perfect”?



Jake and Madison turn to face one another, their gazes locked. She slips
a hand into his and bends toward him. A hot, sour feeling blossoms through
my chest as realization dawns on me: they’re about to perform my song.

I barrel past the musicians and the models and their cigarettes
and their stupid skyscraper legs. I keep running through the darkened
theater, ignoring the protests of disgruntled audience members, never
slowing down until I finally reach the street.



Breathless, I bend forward, hands on my knees as I gasp for breath.
“Lexi, please.”
I twist my body to look at Jake, his pained expression blurred by my

tears.
“What the hell was that?” I cringe at the sound of my voice, ragged and

bordering on hysteria.
“It’s not what it looked like. I promise. God, that sounds so cliché, but

it’s true.”
“Really? Because from where I was standing, it looked like Madison

St. James had her tongue down your throat.”
“Fuck, I know. I swear, I don’t know what she was thinking.” Jake

yanks an exasperated hand through his hair, tugging at it even harder than
usual. “I have no idea why she kissed me. But I promise you, there’s
nothing going on between us. I was just as surprised as you were.”

“There’s nothing going on between you? You mean tonight, when I had
to watch you two practically fornicate onstage? Or do you mean while you
were having rooftop champagne together in LA? Or maybe nothing
happened some other night when I wasn’t around?”

The look of naked hurt etched across Jake’s face threatens to crack my
heart in half.

This is just
too hard, too complicated. I need my life to go back to the way it was
before he came barreling through it.

He must notice, because when he pulls back, his clear blue eyes, a mirror
image of my own, are filled with concern.

“I would love that.”

That night, I sleep in the guest bedroom that Dad and Fran have always
kept for me, despite how infrequently I visit. After changing into a T-shirt
and boxer shorts, I slip into the double bed, pulling the pink quilt up to my
chin and doing my best to ignore the humidity that creeps through the
window despite the eternally running AC.

When I close my eyes, Dad’s words echo in my head. It’s not about
achievement, it’s about comfort. Food is your love language.

And just like that, inspiration strikes.
