Need a recap? Here’s what happened in book 2:

A Kingdom This Cursed and Empty begins as Prisca sails from Eprotha to
the Fae Lands with Lorian and Telean. Telean reveals the existence of a
powerful hourglass, a gift from the god Bretis, which strengthens the hybrid
monarch’s magic. Prisca grapples with her feelings for Lorian, questioning
his role in the night her parents died. Telean confirms Lorian's presence
after the attack, complicating Prisca's emotions.

When a warship approaches, Prisca meets Daharak Rostamir—the
enigmatic, swaggering Pirate Queen—who strikes a blood vow with Prisca:
safe passage in exchange for a future favor.

In defiance of orders from Conreth to head straight for the fae capital,
Lorian detours to a hybrid camp to allow Prisca to reunite with her friends
and family. There, she quietly vows to find the hourglass to protect her
people

Meanwhile, Kaliera—the Eprothan queen—has been secretly plotting
against Regner. Despite her best efforts, she has grown to love the baby
Regner thrust into her arms so long ago. Regner's brutality is evident as he
tortures hybrids publicly in his court, becoming more and more paranoid.

Conreth's unexpected arrival at the hybrid camp leads to a private
meeting with Prisca. During this meeting, she learns of Lorian's innocence
in the attack on Crawyth—and that Conreth has enjoyed using his brother’s
reputation as the Bloodthirsty Prince for all these years. She also learns
more about the existence of the barrier Regner created to prevent aid
arriving from any other kingdoms, including the sickening way Regner has



reinforced that barrier—by pouring stolen power into the boys he raises as
his “sons” and slaughtering them out at sea.

When Conreth dispatches Lorian on a mission, Prisca knows she must
go to the hybrid kingdom—and pursue her hourglass—alone. After all,
Lorian’s loyalty is to his brother, and Conreth had already warned that
Lorian committed treason for Prisca.

After dispatching Demos to search for the hourglass, and Madinia to
hunt for the fae amulets, Prisca takes Asinia, Telean, and several fae guards
with her to the fae lands.

Lorian, upon returning and finding Prisca missing, defies Conreth's
orders to stay, leading an expedition to locate her. Together, they journey to
Quorith and steal a ship. Their arrival at the Hybrid Kingdom ends in
tragedy when Regner's guards kill Rythos's friend Fendrel.

In the Hybrid Kingdom, Prisca is judged by the Drakoryx, who allows
her to meet the elders. However, they have already been influenced by her
cousin Zathrian, and refuse to support her claim to the throne. Prisca
resolves to become queen and free her people, starting with securing
allies—such as Eryndan, the Gromalian King.

When he refuses to ally with Prisca, her manipulation of Rekja—the
Gromalian prince—and a border skirmish mislead Regner into suspecting
Gromalian treachery.

Tragedy strikes when Thol, Prisca's childhood friend and the man she
once dreamed of marrying, brings news that their entire village has been
slaughtered—and blames her for the loss of life.

Prisca, Lorian, Cavis, Asinia, Demos, and Thol travel to the labyrinth of
caves where Regner has hidden the hourglass, and Thol’s need for
vengeance leads to his death.

Just as Prisca is about to break the ward and take her birthright, an arm
wraps around her throat. One side of Cavis’s face is suddenly covered with
a spider web—marking him as one of Regner’s spiders.

Unable to resist the power tying him to Regner, Cavis drags Prisca
away, while ordering Lorian to kill him.

Lorian’s dagger flies toward Cavis’s head, just as the ground disappears
beneath Prisca and Cavis’s feet.
